The Kindergarten class had lots of fun learning 
about the amazing insects that God has made.  
They began by going on a bug hunt at Kelso 
Beach Park with the grade 5/6 students.  Driven 
by the question, ñHow can we help others to see 
the beauty of bugs?ò they made beautiful paintings 
to give to their dads for Fatherôs Day. 
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In science this term the grade 4/5/6 class studied habitats. The students created their 
own worm habitats. They had to keep in mind that a habitat provides an animal with 
food, water, and shelter. The class searched for their worms, kept the soil moist, and 
were responsible to keep their worms alive. This was a good learning experience for 
the students and prepared them for their next project. 
In June, the students researched, studied and applied their knowledge to the creation 
of a butterfly garden.
